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We've seen a lot of new little baby siblings come through the o�ce lately and thought we 
should share a little info on those little ones that aren't showing any teeth yet!  People usually 
think of a newborn baby as having no teeth.  But the 20 primary teeth that will erupt during the 
�rst three years already are present at birth in the baby's jawbones.  At birth, most of the crowns 
of the baby's teeth are almost complete, and the chewing surfaces of the permanent molars 
have begun forming.
 
Primary teeth are important for normal development - for chewing, speaking, and appearance.  
In addition, the primary teeth hold the space in the jaws for the permanent teeth.  Both primary 
and permanent teeth help give the face its shape and form.
 
A baby's front four teeth usually erupt �rst, typically at about six months of age, although some 
children don't have their �rst tooth until 12 or 14 months.  Most children have a full set of 20 
primary teeth by the time they are three years old. 
 
The American Academy of Pediatric Dentistry recommends that the �rst dental visit be 6 
months after the �rst tooth has erupted, or at one year of age.
